Central Railway (CR) author- 

ities have decided to build two 

additional platforms at Lok- 

manya Tilak Terminus (LTT) 

railway station to increase its 

operational capacity. LTT cur- 

rently has five platforms. The 

construction work of the two 

additional ones has already 

begun and they are likely to 

be completed by December 

2023. 

Confirming the develop- 

ment, a CR official said, 

“More platforms means more 

services can be operated from 

this station. At least 6-7 addi- 

tional services can be run 

from LTT once both plat- 

forms are ready.’ Currently, 

26 pairs (daily average) of 

long-distance trains are being 

operated (end / start) from 

LTT, with a daily average of 

around 25,000 passengers. 

The platforms are coming up 

adjacent to platform number 

five (West side of the 

station) where ample land is 

available. 

Meanwhile, the CR will en- 

force a special traffic block 

from November 8 to Decem- 

ber 12, 2022, to carry out the 

work. As a result, the Thiru- 

vananthapuram-Netravati 

Express will be short-termi- 

nated / originate from Panvel 

instead. Similarly Mangaluru 

Central-LTT Matsyagandha 

Express will short-terminat- 

ed / originate from Panvel. 
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Additionally, the Bareilly- 

LTT and Kamakhya-LTT Ex- 

press are being short-termi- 

nated at Thane. 

CR had first expanded LTT 

in 2003 to take on more rail 
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Maharaj Terminus (CSMT) 

had reached its saturation 

point and was unable to han- 

dle any more express trains.

The State Consumer Disputes 

Redressal Commission (SC- 

DRC) has directed a Mumbai- 

based developer to refund 

Rs1.05 crore with 18% interest 

per annum from July 2012 till 

the date of realisation for not 

delivering three flats to a buy- 

er. The SCDRC further direct- 

ed that Rs2.25 lakh be paid to- 

wards the mental agony 

caused and litigation costs. 

The interest amount itself 

works out to Rs1.89 crore. So, 

as of date, the buyer is set to 

get over Rs2.94 crore. 

The three orders (uploaded 

November 12, 2022) were 

passed on October 3 by SP 

Tavade (president) and AZ 

Khwaja (judicial member) of 

SCDRC on a complaint by 

Pawankumar Agrawal 

against Dhanashree Develop- 

er Pvt Ltd. 

Aresident of Malegaon, Mr 

Agrawal was looking for ac- 

commodation in Mumbai. He 

came across an advertisement 

by Dhanashree and booked 

three flats on July 25, 2012, ina 

project developed by them. 

Two of these were on the 20th 

floor while the third was on 

the 22nd floor of Sankalp Co- 

Operative Housing Society (A 

wing) in Mulund East. All the 

flats were 550sq ft and priced 

at Rs41.33 lakh each. 

Mr Agrawal executed an 

agreement with the developer 

and paid Rs1.05 crore 

(Rs35 lakh for each 

flat) in all for the 

three flats on 

July 28, 2012. He 

also agreed to

When Mr Agrawal inquired 

about the same, Dhanashree 

avoided giving a reply When 

he visited the site, he found 

out that construction was not 

completed up to the 20th floor. 

The construction was not 

completed till 2016, after 

which Mr Agrawal issued no- 

tices to the developer asking 

to complete the construction 

and hand over possession of 

the flats. However, there was 

no response so Mr Agrawal 

filed a consumer complaint.
